NAPLAN 
 
This week our students commenced the annual NAPLAN assessment for Year 3 and Year 5 students. 
Our students have currently completed the writing test and over the course of the week have completed 
their reading, language conventions (spelling, grammar and punctuation) and numeracy. These tests 
provide the school and parents with an understanding of how individual students are performing at the 
time of the tests. NAPLAN tests are one aspect of our schoolôs assessment and do not replace the 
extensive, ongoing assessments made by our teachers around each studentôs performance. 
 
Pupil Free Day 
 
Monday 24th May will be our next Pupil-Free Day with staff participating in First Aid Training in Willow 
Grove for the whole day. It is a Department of Education requirement that staff complete this training 
and we appreciate the support and understanding from our families in arranging alternate care for their 
children on this day if required. 
 
School Yard & Playground after hours 
 
Over the past month we have had an increase in students coming into the school ground and playing on 
the playground after school and on weekends. In the past this has not been a major issue, however over 
the past few weeks there has been an increased number of arguments, injuries and poor behaviour. In 
some instances staff have had to step in and resolve or ask students to leave the school grounds.  
As such, we ask families to please supervise their children if visiting the school grounds or if you wish 
you child/ren to play outdoors afterschool and on the weekend (without supervision), that they do so in 
the Shire park at the end of the oval, or other locations within the town.  
Staff are only required to supervise 10 minutes before and after school, and by having to intervene in 
unsupervised play, blurs the lines between what happens at school and out of school hours.    
 
DET schools are not public spaces, and as such schools have the right to restricted access if 
needed.  Many schools within the Latrobe & Baw Baw Shires are now fully fenced with no access to the 
community out of hours. We want to keep Rawson PS as a space that can be enjoyed by everyone, but 
can only do so with support of families and the local community.
